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ORDINANCE NO. ______
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF RIVIERA BEACH, PALM BEACH COUNTY, FLORIDA, AMENDING CHAPTER 5 ENTITLED “ELECTIONS” OF THE CITY’S CODE OF ORDINANCES; AUTHORIZING RENUMBERATION OF SAID CHAPTER; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY, INCLUSION, AND CODIFICATION; AND PROVIDING FOR EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, it is the desire of the City Council to clarify and include language within its Code of Ordinances.
WHEREAS, the City Council desires to make such clarification and inclusions within Chapter 5 entitled “Elections” concerning related matters as indicated below.

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF RIVIERA BEACH, FLORIDA, AS FOLLOWS:
 


SECTION 1:
That Chapter 5 entitled “Elections” of the City’s Code of Ordinances is amended, re-numerated, revised, and inclusive, as necessary.

SECTION 2:  The below is hereby amended, re-numerated, revised, and included in Chapter 5 of the City’s Code of Ordinances:
Political Signs
(a) No political, election, or vote signs may be erected or attached in accordance with §8-30 and §28-5 of the City’s Code of Ordinances, except city erected signs.  No political, election, or vote signs may be erected more than 45 days prior to election date and must be removed within 15 days after said election(s), or upon candidate’s or referendum(s) withdrawal, elimination, or removal.

(b) Political signs may be erected in the right-of-way between 100 feet and 200 feet of the entrance to any polling location on election day(s) and must be removed within three days after the election day(s), withdrawal, or removal.

(c) Permission must be received from private property owner prior to posting or erecting any political, election, or vote signs.

(d) A cash bond in the amount of $500 must be presented to the city clerk upon qualifying as a candidate or prior to erecting any political, election, or vote sign by any candidate, committee or individual.  Any signs required to be removed by the city at the request of the city clerk or designee will result in immediate revocation of said cash bond; refunds will be processed for payment within 15 (fifteen) business days after required removal of sign(s) and mailed to the address on file in the Office of the City Clerk upon verification that all signs have been removed by the city clerk or designee.

Canvassing; Certification of election.
CANVASSING BOARD COMPOSITION
The city clerk, the deputy city clerk and one councilperson, who is not up for reelection, shall constitute the canvassing board. The councilperson requested to serve on the canvassing board shall be designated by the city clerk.  In the event the board consists of an even number of board members, the city clerk or deputy city clerk, in his/her absence, shall designate an additional member from the Office of the City Clerk.  All members of the Canvassing Board shall conduct themselves in accordance with the Florida Election Code.
CERTIFICATION OF ELECTION
The city clerk shall present a resolution accepting the certified results of the election received from the Palm Beach County Supervisor of Elections Office, to the governing board, who are not participants in the election, for approval a certification of election results to the city council at the first regular meeting of the council following the election.  The city clerk shall give to each person who shall be elected to office a certificate of his/her election, administer the oath of office for the elected position and arrange an orientation for any newly elected official. The city clerk shall present a certification of election results to the city council at the first regular meeting of the council following the election.  The city clerk shall give to each person, who shall be elected to office, a certificate of his/her election, administer the oath of office for the elected position and arrange an orientation for any newly elected official.


SECTION 3.
The Municipal Code Corporation is hereby authorized to amend, re-numerate, revise, and include the aforementioned in Chapter 5 of the City’s Code of Ordinances as needed.


SECTION 4:
SEVERABILITY.  That the provisions of this Ordinance are declared to be severable and if any section, sentence, clause or phrase of this Ordinance shall for any reason be held to be invalid or unconstitutional, such decision shall not affect the validity of the remaining sections, sentences, clauses, and phrases of this Ordinance but they shall remain in effect, it being the legislative intent that this Ordinance shall stand notwithstanding the invalidity of any part. 

SECTION 5.
INCLUSION IN THE CODE.  That it is the intention of the City Council, and it is hereby ordained that the provisions of this Ordinance shall become and are made a part of the Code of Ordinances for the City of Riviera Beach; that the sections of this Ordinance may be renumbered or relettered to accomplish such intentions; and that the word "Ordinance" shall be changed to "Section" or other appropriate word, when necessary.

SECTION 6.
EFFECTIVE DATE.  That this Ordinance shall be effective immediately upon adoption on second reading.
