WHEREAS, Maude’s love and loyalty to our City will be forever embedded as
a result of the opportunities she afforded especially in the areas of business and
economic development, social and human services, parks and recreation and
affordable housing.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED that I, Ronnie Felder, Mayor
of the City of Riviera Beach, through the powers vested in me by the residents of this
great City, do hereby formally recognize and pay tribute to the Honorable Maude
Ford Lee for her contributions to the City of Riviera Beach.

An original of this Tribute shall be placed in the hands of the Lee Family and
an original shall be filed by the City Clerk as an official record of the City of Riviera
Beach.
