
CONTRACT FOR CONSULTING AND PROFESSIONAL SERVICES

FOR

DEVELOPMENT OF DESIGN

CRITERIA PACKAGE TO BUILD NEW LIBRARY 
This Contract is made as of this 4th day of August, 2016, by and between the City of Riviera Beach, Palm Beach County, Florida, a municipal government existing under the laws of the State of Florida, by and through its City Council, hereinafter referred to as the CITY, and BEA Architects, Inc., a corporation authorized to do business in the State of Florida, hereinafter referred to as the CONSULTANT, whose Federal I.D. number is 65-1020158.

In consideration of the mutual promises contained herein, the CITY and the CONSULTANT agree as follows:

WHEREAS, the City Council adopted a Resolution for; authorizing the Mayor and City Clerk to execute an agreement with BEA Architects, Inc., for the services stipulated in RFQ #756-16; and 

WHEREAS, the work provided includes the scope of work in RFQ # 756-16 Consulting Services for Development of Design Criteria Package to Build New Library and Proposal submitted by the CONSULTANT(S), which are hereby incorporated and made part of this Agreement by reference.
IN CONSIDERATION of the mutual terms, conditions, promises, covenants, and payments hereinafter set forth, CITY and CONSULTANT agree as follows:

ARTICLE 1 - TERM

· The term of this Agreement shall begin on August 4, 2016.  

· The contract term is 3 years ending August 3, 2019.

· The City may automatically renew the contract for an additional year based on satisfactory performance in the City’s best interest.  

· Based on the award of contract, CONSULTANT will provide the services as proposed through the RFQ to provide the services below.
ARTICLE 2 - SERVICES

The CONSULTANT’s responsibility under this Contract is to provide Consulting Services for Development of Design Criteria Package to Build New Library as detailed in RFQ # 756-16 and as set forth more fully in the Scope of Work detailed in Exhibit “A”, attached hereto and made part hereof.

The CITY’s representative/liaison during the performance of this Contract shall be Randy M. Sherman, Director of Finance and Administrative Services, 561-845-4040 or rsherman@rivierabch.com.

ARTICLE 3 - INDEMNIFICATION

To the extent allowed by Florida law, the CONSULTANT shall indemnify and hold harmless the CITY, its agents, officers, and employees from and against any and all claims, liabilities, losses, costs, and/or causes of action which may arise from any negligent act, recklessness, or intentional wrongful conduct of the CONSULTANT, its agents, officers, or employees in the performance of services under this Contract.

The CONSULTANT further agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the CITY, its agents, officers, and employees from and against any claim, demand or cause of action of whatsoever kind or nature arising out of any conduct or misconduct of the CONSULTANT not included in the paragraph above and for which the CITY, its agents, officers or employees are alleged to be liable.
The CONSULTANT shall pay all claims, losses, liens, fines, settlements or judgments of any nature whatsoever in connection with the foregoing indemnifications including, but not limited to, all costs, expert witness fees, reasonable attorney’s fees, and court and/or arbitration costs.  These indemnifications shall survive the term of this Contract or any renewal thereof.

Nothing contained in this Article shall be construed or interpreted as consent by the CITY to be sued, nor as a waiver of sovereign immunity beyond the waiver provided in Section 768.28, Florida Statutes.

ARTICLE 4 - PERSONNEL

The CONSULTANT represents that it has, or will secure at its own expense, all necessary personnel required to perform the services under this Contract. Such personnel shall not be employees of or have any contractual relationship with the CITY.

All of the services required hereunder shall be performed by the CONSULTANT or under its supervision, and all personnel engaged in performing the services shall be fully qualified and, if required, authorized or permitted under state and local law to perform such services.

The CONSULTANT warrants that all services shall be performed by skilled and competent personnel in accordance with the applicable standard of care in the field for which CONSULANT is consulting with the CITY.

The CONSULTANT agrees that it is fully responsible to the CITY for the negligent acts and omissions of subcontractors and of persons either directly or indirectly employed by the CONSULTANT. Nothing contained herein shall create any contractual relationship between any subcontractor and the CITY.

All of the CONSULTANT’s personnel and all of the CONSULTANT’s subcontractors/subconsultants (“hereinafter subcontractors”) will comply with all CITY requirements governing conduct, safety, and security while on or utilizing CITY premises/property.

ARTICLE 5 - SUBCONTRACTING

The CITY reserves the right to accept the use of a subcontractor or to reject the selection of a particular subcontractor and to inspect all facilities of any subcontractor in order to make a determination as to the capability of the subcontractor to perform properly under this Contract. The CONSULTANT is encouraged to seek minority and women business enterprises for participation in subcontracting opportunities.

If a subcontractor fails to perform or make progress, as required by this Contract, and it is necessary to replace the subcontractor to complete the work in a timely fashion, the CONSULTANT shall promptly do so, subject to acceptance of the new subcontractor by the CITY.

If subcontractor(s) are used, the CONSULTANT shall use only licensed and insured subcontractor(s), and shall require any subcontractor, as may be applicable, to provide a payment bond.  All subcontractors shall be required to promptly make payments to any person who, directly or indirectly, provides services or supplies under this Contract.

The CONSULTANT shall be responsible for the performance of all subcontractors.

ARTICLE 6- SBE PARTICIPATION
The City’s Procurement Ordinance has a Small Business Enterprises (SBE) participation component which may apply to this Contract. If it is determined by CITY staff that it applies, the CONSULTANT agrees to abide by the provisions of the SBE section of the procurement code. The CONSULTANT further agrees to maintain all relevant records and information necessary to document compliance with the Ordinance, and agrees to allow the CITY to inspect such records and provide such records to the CITY upon request.

ARTICLE 7 - FEDERAL AND STATE TAX

The CITY is exempt from payment of Florida State Sales and Use Tax.  The CITY will sign an exemption certificate submitted by the CONSULTANT. The CONSULTANT shall not be exempted from paying sales tax to its suppliers for materials used to fill contractual obligations with the CITY, nor is the CONSULTANT authorized to use the CITY’s Tax Exemption Number in securing such materials.

The CONSULTANT shall be responsible for payment of its own and its share of its employees’ payroll, payroll taxes, and benefits with respect to this Contract.

ARTICLE 8 - INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS

A. Prior to execution of this Contract by the CITY, the CONSULTANT shall provide certificates evidencing insurance coverage as required hereunder. All insurance policies shall be issued by companies authorized to do business under the laws of the State of Florida.  The Certificates shall clearly indicate that the CONSULTANT has obtained insurance of the type, amount, and classification as required for strict compliance with the ARTICLE and that no material change or cancellation of the insurance shall be effective without thirty (30) days prior written notice to the CITY’s representative.  Compliance with the foregoing requirements shall not relieve the CONSULTANT of its liability and obligations under this Contract.

B. The CONSULTANT shall maintain during the term of this Contract, standard Professional Liability Insurance in the minimum amount of $1,000,000.00 per occurrence.

C. The CONSULTANT  shall maintain, during the life of this Contract, commercial general liability, including contractual liability insurance in the amount of $500,000.00 per occurrence to protect the CONSULTANT from claims for damages for bodily and personal injury, including wrongful death, as well as from claims of property damages which may arise from any operations under this Contract, whether such operations be by the CONSULTANT or by anyone directly or indirectly employed by or contracting with the CONSULTANT.

Workers Compensation: The parties to this Contract shall carry Workers’ Compensation Insurance and Employer’s Liability Insurance for all employees as required by Florida Statutes.  In the event that a party does not carry Workers’ Compensation Insurance and chooses not to obtain same, such party shall then, in accordance with Section 440.05, Florida Statutes, apply for and obtain an exemption authorized by the Department of Insurance and shall provide a copy of such exemption to the CITY.

ARTICLE 9 - COMPENSATION 
CITY agrees to pay CONSULTANT, in the manner specified below, the total amount agreed upon for work actually and completed pursuant to the Purchase Order. No amount shall be paid to CONSULTANT to reimburse its expenses without a duly processed Purchase Order.
CONSULTANT will receive payments for all work provided during this Agreement as follows:

· E payables – it is an electronic method of payment which deposits funds to a credit card distributed by the City’s bank to the Vendor. 

· PCard – it is a Visa credit card payment.

· Automated Clearing House (ACH) Payment.  A direct bank draft to the CONSULTANT’S bank account.  This method will only be authorized by the City if your firm provides a discount from 1% to 3%.  This must be stipulated here before executing the Agreement. 

Payments To Consultant:
A. Generally - The CITY agrees to compensate the CONSULTANT in accordance with Exhibit A.  The total and cumulative amount of this Contract shall not exceed $396,645 or the amount of funds annually budgeted for these services. The CITY shall not reimburse the CONSULTANT for any travel costs incurred as a direct result of the CONSULTANT providing deliverables to the CITY in pursuance of the scope of work contained in Exhibit “A”, without specific, prior approval of the CITY’s representative.

B. Invoices received from the CONSULTANT pursuant to this Contract will be reviewed and approved by the CITY’s representative, indicating that services have been rendered in conformity with the Contract. Invoices will then be sent to the Finance Department for payment and will normally be paid within thirty (30) days following the CITY representative’s approval.

C. All requests for payment of expenses eligible for reimbursement under the terms of this Contract shall include copies of receipts, invoices, or other documentation acceptable to the Finance Department. Such documentation shall be sufficient to establish that the expense was actually incurred and necessary in the performance of the Scope of Work described in this Contract as Exhibit “A”. If eligible for reimbursement, the Finance Department requires that long distance telephone calls shall identify the person(s) called, purpose of call, time, and costs.  Mileage charges shall identify the destination, number of miles, rate, and purpose of travel. Duplication charges shall describe the documents, purpose of duplicating, and rate charged. Any travel, per diem, mileage, meals or lodging expenses, which may be reimbursable under the terms of this Contract, will be paid in accordance with the rates and conditions set forth in Section 112.061, Florida Statutes.

D. Final Invoice:  In order for both parties herein to close their books and records, the CONSULTANT will clearly state “Final Invoice” on the CONSULTANT’s final/last billing to the CITY.  This certifies that all services have been properly performed and all charges and costs have been invoiced to the CITY. Since this account will thereupon be closed, any and other further charges, if not properly included in this final invoice, are waived by the CONSULTANT and the CITY shall have no obligations for any other costs or expenses thereafter.

ARTICLE 10 - TERMINATION

This Contract may be cancelled by the CONSULTANT upon thirty (30) days prior written notice to the CITY’s representative in the event of substantial failure by the CITY to perform in accordance with the terms of this Contract through no fault of the CONSULTANT; provided the CITY fails to cure same within that thirty (30) day period.   It may also be terminated, in whole or in part, by the CITY, with or without cause, immediately upon written notice to the CONSULTANT.  Unless the CONSULTANT is in breach of this Contract, the CONSULTANT shall be paid for services rendered to the CITY’s satisfaction through the date of termination.  After receipt of a Termination Notice and except as otherwise directed by the CITY the CONSULTANT shall:

A. Stop work on the date and to the extent specified.

B. Terminate and settle all orders and subcontracts relating to the performance of the terminated work.

C. Transfer all work in progress, completed work, and other materials related to the terminated work to the CITY.

D. Continue and complete all parts of the work that have not been terminated.

ARTICLE 11 - DISCLOSURE AND OWNERSHIP OF DOCUMENTS
The CONSULTANT shall comply with Florida’s Public Records Act, Chapter 119, Florida Statutes, and, if determined to be acting on behalf of the CITY as provided under section 119.011(2), Florida Statutes, specifically agrees to:

a) Keep and maintain public records required by the CITY to perform the service.

b) Upon request from the CITY’s custodian of public records or designee, provide the CITY with a copy of the requested records or allow the records to be inspected or copied within a reasonable time at a cost that does not exceed the cost provided in Chapter 119, Florida Statutes, or as otherwise provided by law.

c) Ensure that public records that are exempt or confidential and exempt from public records disclosure requirements are not disclosed except as authorized by law for the duration of this Contract and following completion of this Contract if the CONSULTANT does not transfer the records to the CITY.

d) Upon completion of this Contract, transfer, at no cost, to the CITY all public records in possession of the CONSULTANT or keep and maintain public records required by the CITY to perform the service. If the Contractor transfers all public records to the CITY upon completion of the Contract, the CONSULTANT shall destroy any duplicate public records that are exempt or confidential and exempt from public records disclosure requirements. If the CONSULTANT keeps and maintains public records upon completion of the Contract, the CONSULTANT shall meet all applicable requirements for retaining public records. All records stored electronically must be provided to the CITY, upon request from the CITY’s custodian of public records or designee, in a format that is compatible with the information technology systems of the CITY. 

IF THE CONSULTANT HAS QUESTIONS REGARDING THE APPLICATION OF CHAPTER 119, FLORIDA STATUTES, TO THE CONSULTANT DUTY TO PROVIDE PUBLIC RECORDS RELATING TO THIS CONTRACT, CONTACT THE CUSTODIAN OF PUBLIC RECORDS OR DESIGNEE at The Finance Department located at 600 West Blue Heron Blvd., Riviera Beach, Florida 561-845-4040 rsherman@rivierabch.com.
ARTICLE 12 - AUDIT RIGHT AND RETENTION OF RECORDS

The CONSULTANT shall maintain adequate records to justify all charges, expenses, and costs incurred in estimating and performing the work for at least three (3) years after completion of this Contract.  The CITY shall have access to such books, records, and documents as required in this section for the purpose of inspection or audit during normal business hours, at the CONSULTANT’s place of business.

ARTICLE 13 - PUBLIC ENTITY CRIME ACT

As provided in F.S. 287.132-133 by entering into this Contract or performing any work in furtherance hereof, the CONSULTANT certifies that it, its affiliates, suppliers, subcontractors and consultants who will perform hereunder, have not been placed on the convicted vendor list maintained by the State of Florida Department of Management Services within the thirty-six (36) months immediately preceding the date hereof.  This notice is required by F.S. 287.133(3)(a).

ARTICLE 14 - INDEPENDENT CONSULTANT

The CONSULTANT is, and shall be, in the performance of all work services and activities under this Contract, an Independent CONSULTANT, and not an employee, agent, or servant of the CITY.  All persons engaged in any of the work or services performed pursuant to this Contract shall at all times, and in all places, be subject to the CONSULTANT’s sole direction, supervision, and control.  The CONSULTANT shall exercise control over the means and manner in which it and its employees perform the work, and in all respects the CONSULTANT’s relationship and the relationship of its employees to the CITY shall be that of an Independent Contractor and not as employees or agents of the CITY.

The CONSULTANT does not have the power or authority to bind the CITY in any promise, agreement or representation other than as specifically provided for in this Contract.

ARTICLE 15 - THIRD PARTY BENEFICIARIES

Neither CONSULTANT nor CITY intends to directly or substantially benefit a third party by this Agreement. Therefore, the parties agree that there are no third party beneficiaries to this Agreement and that no third party shall be entitled to assert a right or claim against either of them based upon this Agreement.

ARTICLE 16 - NOTICES

All notices required in this Contract shall be sent by certified mail, return receipt requested, and also via email.  If sent to the CITY shall be mailed to:

ARTICLE 17 - ASSIGNMENT AND PERFORMANCE

Neither this Agreement nor any right or interest herein shall be assigned, transferred, or encumbered without the written consent of the other party.  CITY may terminate this Agreement, effective immediately, if there is any assignment, or attempted assignment, transfer, or encumbrance, by CONSULTANT of this Agreement or any right or interest herein without CITY's written consent. 

CONSULTANT represents that each person who will render services pursuant to this Agreement is duly qualified to perform such services by all appropriate governmental authorities, where required, and that each such person is reasonably experienced and skilled in the area(s) for which he or she will render his or her services.

CONSULTANT shall perform its duties, obligations, and services under this Agreement in a skillful and respectable manner.  The quality of CONSULTANT’s performance and all interim and final product(s) provided to or on behalf of CITY shall be comparable to the best local and national standards.

ARTICLE 18 - CONFLICTS

The CONSULTANT represents that it presently has no interest and shall acquire no interest, either direct or indirect, which would conflict in any manner with the performance or services required hereunder, as provided for in Florida Statutes, Section 112.311.   The CONSULTANT further represents that no person having any such conflicting interest shall be employed for said performance.

The CONSULTANT shall promptly notify the CITY’s representative, in writing, by certified mail, of all potential conflicts of interest for any prospective business association, interest or other circumstance which may influence or appear to influence the CONSULTANT’s judgment or quality of services being provided hereunder.  Such written notification shall identify the prospective business association, interest or circumstance, the nature of work that the CONSULTANT may undertake and request an opinion of the CITY as to whether the association, interest or circumstance would, in the opinion of the CITY, constitute a conflict of interest if entered into by the CONSULTANT.  The CITY agrees to notify the CONSULTANT of its opinion by certified mail within thirty (30) days of receipt of notification by the CONSULTANT.   If, in the opinion of the CITY, the prospective business association, interest or circumstance would not constitute a conflict of interest by the CONSULTANT, the CITY shall so state in the notification and the CONSULTANT shall, at its option, enter into said association, interest or circumstance and it shall be deemed not in conflict of interest with respect to services provided to the CITY by the CONSULTANT under the terms of this Contract.

Further, please be advised, in accordance with section 112.313, Florida Statutes, and pertinent Opinions of the Florida Commission on Ethics, that if you or certain representatives of your company are a member of a city board, including an advisory board, you may be ineligible to enter into a contract/agreement with the City.  If you are a member of a city board, including an advisory board, prior to executing this contract, please contact the Florida Commission on Ethics at (850) 488-7864 to secure an informal advisory opinion regarding your eligibility to enter into this contract.  

ARTICLE 19 - MATERIALITY AND WAIVER OF BREACH

All provisions of the Contract shall be deemed material, in the event CONSULTANT fails to comply with any of the provisions contained in this Contract or exhibits, amendments and addenda attached hereto, said failure shall be deemed a material breach of this Contract and CITY may at its option and without notice terminate this Contract.

ARTICLE 20 - COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS

CONSULTANT shall comply with all applicable federal, state, and local laws, codes, ordinances, rules, and regulations in performing its duties, responsibilities, and obligations pursuant to this Agreement.
ARTICLE 21 – VENUE
This Contract and any dispute, disagreement, or issue of construction or interpretation arising hereunder whether relating to its execution, its validity, the obligations provid3ed therein, performance or breach shall be governed and interpreted according to laws of the State of Florida. Venue for any and all legal action necessary to enforce the Contract will be held within Palm Beach County.

ARTICLE 22 – NONDISCRIMINATION
The CONSUTLANT warrants and represents that all of its employees are treated equally during employment without regard to race, color, religion, disability, sex, age, national origin, ancestry, political affiliation, marital status, handicap, or sexual orientation. Further, CONSULTANT shall not discriminate or permit discrimination against any employee or an applicant for employment on the basis of race, color, sex, religion, political affiliation, natural origin, ancestry, marital status, sexual orientation or handicap.

ARTICLE 23 – ENTIRETY OF CONTRACTUAL AGREEMENT

The CITY and the CONSULTANT agree that this Contract and any attachments hereto or other documents as referenced in the Contract sets forth the entire agreement between the parties, and that there are no promises or understandings other than those stated herein. None of the provisions, terms and conditions contained in this Contract may be added to, modified, superseded or otherwise altered, except by written instrument executed by the parties hereto in accordance with the previous section addressing modifications of work.

ARTICLE 24 – EXHIBITS

Each exhibit referred to in this Contract forms an essential part of this Contract. The exhibits, if not physically attached, should be treated as part of this Contract and are incorporated herein by reference.

ARTICLE 25 – LEGAL EFFECT

This Contract shall not become binding and effective until approved by the City Council of the City of Riviera Beach.

ARTICLE 26- WAIVER OF SUBROGATION

The CONSULTANT hereby waives any and all rights to Subrogation against the CITY, its officers, employees and agents for each required policy. When required by the insurer, or should a policy condition not permit an insured to enter into a pre-loss agreement to waive subrogation without an endorsement, then the CONSULTANT shall agree to notify the insurer and request the policy be endorsed with A Waiver of Transfer of Rights of Recovery Against Others, or its equivalent. This Waiver of Subrogation requirement shall not apply to any policy, which a condition to the policy specifically prohibits such an endorsement, or voids coverage should the CONSULTANT enter into such an agreement on pre-loss basis.
ARTICLE 27 – WAIVER OF TRIAL BY JURY
IN THE EVENT OF LITIGATION ARISING FROM THIS CONTRACT, CITY AND CONSULTANT KNOWINGLY, VOLUNTARILY AND INTENTIONALLY WAIVE ANY RIGHT TO A TRIAL BY JURY. CITY AND CONSULTANT HEREBY ACKNOWLEDGE THAT THIS WAIVER PROVISION IS A MATERIAL INDUCEMENT FOR EACH PARTY AGREEING TO ENTER INTO THIS CONTRACT.

EXHIBIT A
SCOPE OF SERVICES

Design Criteria Professional for Architectural & Engineering Services:

The CONSULTANT will serve as Design Criteria Professional for Architectural and Engineering Services, in support of the CITY’s efforts to procure State of Florida funding for, and to ultimately develop/construct a new public Library.  Accordingly, the CONSULTANT will provide those Architectural and Engineering services described in the State of Florida document titled Appendix A Public Library Construction Grants, specifically Section IX Administration of Grants (attached) in support of the CITY’s application for said grant.

These Architectural and Engineering Services include:

· Preparation of Design Criteria Package in accordance with Florida Statue 287;

· Assist the CITY in developing programming data for the new Library;

· Assist the CITY with site selection

· Assist CITY in submittal of grant application to the State of Florida

· Serve as CITY’s representative during the project’s development and construction, including periodic site visits during construction.

The Work under this Contract is further described as:

Phase 1 – Develop a Facility Program

· Work with Library staff, Library Board members and City Council to identify programming for the new Library

· Conduct interviews with key stakeholders

· Submit a final Facility Program to include floor space requirements, library and public function space, and shelving, staff, lighting and technology requirements

Phase 2 – Develop options for site selection

· Work with Library staff, Library Board members and appropriate CITY professionals to identify site requirements

· Develop a listing of potential sites located within the CITY boundaries

· Conduct interviews with key stakeholders

· Submit a final report for facility site selection including a narrative evaluation for each site

· Procure on behalf of CITY as a reimbursable expense geotechnical engineering services and site survey as may be required by the State of Florida grant application process for the selected site.

· Obtain historic site evaluation from State of Florida Division of Historical Resources for the selected site as may be required by the State of Florida grant application process.

Phase 3 – Design Criteria Package

· Develop concise, performance-oriented drawings or specifications of the project sufficient in nature to permit design-build firms to prepare a bid or a response to the CITY’s request for proposals.

Phase 4 – Construction

·     Provide architectural and engineering review during construction
